Secretary’s Report: The March Board meeting minutes were approved.

The floor was turned over to Mr. Schroder to discuss the maintenance and use agreement of the three (3)
City Parks in the community. There was lengthy discussion on what services the City will provide and
what services the Association will provide. There was concern for how the future transfer of Park
maintenance may be conducted between Peregrine and the City if and when the City has adequate funds to
fully care for the parks. The draft Adopt-A-Park letter of understanding was reviewed. When all three (3)
bids for the Association’s services have been received, a meeting will be held with Mr. Schroeder to fully
detail the agreement. It was agreed a special Board meeting will be called to review the revised agreement.

Owner’s Forum / Hearings:

A hearing was held for 2295 Cape Pine Way and the consideration of a $100.00 assessment fine for a
landscape fencing violation. The owners were present. There was general discussion with a question and
answer period. A motion was made to have the Architectural Control Committee members meet with the
owners and verify if all protective landscape fending is reasonable and in compliance with the Community
Standards. If an agreement is reached between both parties with a reasonable timeline for any corrective
changes, the $100.00 fine will not be imposed. If an agreement is not reached, the initial $100.00 fine will
be imposed. The motion carried 6-0 with 1 abstention. It was also noted the unused fencing posts are to be
removed and the mulch beds must be maintained inside and outside any fenced areas.

A hearing was held for 2115 Kittridge Ave. and the consideration of a $100.00 assessment fine for a
parking violation. The owner was present. It was reported the parking violation occurred during a snow
storm and two (2) of the vehicle tires were parked on the rocks, an estimated two (2”°) inches off of the
driveway. The Community Standards section regarding parking was reviewed. It was agreed this type of
parking does not constitute a violation of the Rules.
